       I remember the first year when I cele-
brated Christmas Day away from my fam-
ily.  It would be the first of many. So as I 
thought about what to do that day and that 
morning, I wondered what it would be like 
to be away from those I call family and 
who make my home. Then Mom in her 
grace and gratitude said to me on the 
phone, ñChristmas is not about a particular 
day on the calendar. Christmas for us will 
be when you are here.ò 
     What a blessing of hope she gave to me 
that year! What a challenge to think of 
throughout the rest of the year as well. For 
as we prepare in this season of Advent, we 
remember that Christmas is not just one 
day, but 12!  Itôs not just a season of end-
less busy and hurry, but a season of hope 
and light. 
     Howard Thurman, one of my favorite 

theologians, wrote this poem on the Work 
of Christmas: 
     When the song of the angels is stilled, 
     When the star in the sky is gone, 
     When the kings and princes are home, 
     When the shepherds are back with their     
         flock, 
     The work of Christmas begins: 
         To find the lost, 
         To heal the broken, 
         To feed the hungry, 
         To release the prisoner, 
         To rebuild the nations, 
         To bring peace among brothers and  
               sisters, 
         To make music in the heart. 
     I believe that when the work of Christ-
mas is done, hope grows each day. I see 
hope in our congregation in our Christmas 
season as we open our doors to the home-
less during our week of WATTS, not only 
sharing our food and our space but sharing 
our relationships and our love. I see hope in 
our Christmas season as we teach our youth 
about issues of hunger and then put their 
faith into action in D.C. with toiletry kits, 
coats, and blankets for the homeless. I see 
hope in our Christmas season as we commit 
to relationships of love with our Angel Tree 
children from Winchester. I see hope in our 
Christmas season each time we gather to-
gether for Bible Study and prayer and fel-
lowship with one another. I see hope in our 
Christmas season during our time of Sanc-
tuary renovations, allowing us to continue 
to make music in our hearts and our com-
munity.

We love to tell the story of Jesusô birth, 
and what could be better than to act out 
the story before the ñhome crowd at 
church.ò There are so many 
possible roles that itôs a mob 
scene as everyone gets a part.

There are holy 
parts:  Gabriel speaking indi-
vidually to Joseph, Mary, and 
Zechariah, and also the multi-
tude of angels who astounded 
the shepherds, announcing the 
birth of Jesus. If you really 
want a crowd, there are even 
animal parts: cows, donkeys, sheep, and 
you name it!! The costuming usually 
ranges from the sublime and creative to 
the ridiculous and ñwhat were you think-
ing.ò Memorizing parts, stage lighting, 
and learning the songs all add to the chal-
lenges of the event. But to look on the 
faces of the congregation as the play be-
gins, you would think it is the most mar-
velous story that could ever be told!         
     And thatôs because it is! We live by 
this story, we set our spiritual watches by 

this story, we are connected to each other 
by this story, and we are even inspired by 
this story -- over and over again. God has 
created us to be a people of story, and we 
need not only to rehearse and tell the 

story, we need to find our place 
in the story. 
     So let me make a friendly 
suggestion for your spiritual 
enrichment and formation dur-
ing this Advent and Christmas 
time:  ASSIGN YOURSELF 
TO A CHARACTER. Who 
will you be in the drama of 
Christmas this year?  With 
whose eyes and whose mind-
set will you experience the 
incarnation of God in a baby? 
Will you be an excited Gabriel, 
whom most people will not 

believe? Will you be a too busy and too 
full innkeeper, a threatened Herod, a 
sleepy shepherd, a scandalously betrothed 
Mary, a worried Joseph, or an angel cho-
rister busting to belt out a loud Gloria? 
Walk awhile with your character . . . re-
tell the story from their perspective . . . 
use your imagination to allow the story to 
live deeper in you.  Let us pray for each 
other in these winter days that we might 
all be blessed by Godôs amazing and still 
unfolding story.
