... In 2011, our Relief Ministry distrib-
uted 37,980 pounds (That’s over 18 tons!)
of food to the less fortunate in our com-
munity.

... BSUMC is the only downtown church

providing this type of help.

... John Hawse has run this ministry
since 1995.

... The distribution takes place Monday
through Friday from 2:00-4:00 p.m., with
John Hawse and Luis Ramirez and
several other volunteers at the helm.
(Individuals who have immediate needs
on the weekend can call and receive
help.)

... Rouss Fire Hall has graciously do-
nated the space for this distribution.
(Thank you, Rouss, for storage space and

utilities.)

... The total number of individuals
served in 2011 was 3,534.

.. . John purchases the food from the
Blue Ridge Food Bank (where he also
volunteers every Monday morning).

... Your donations to the BSUMC Relief
Ministry (and money from John’s pocket)
fund the purchase of the food.

... Donations to the Blue Ridge Food
Bank from retail grocery stores are down
due to better packaging by food manufac-
turers. (The stores send slightly damaged
packages to the Food Bank, and there are
fewer of these.)

... You can donate food to this ministry.
Boxes are located around the church.
Especially needed are pasta, applesauce,
tuna, saltines, canned fruit, brand name
cereal, canned ravioli and soups, pickles,

ketchup, Spam, powdered milk, and pea-
nut butter. Easy-open cans/packages are
a plus.

... CCAP sends those folks needing
gasoline to our Relief Ministry because
CCAP doesn’t distribute vouchers for
this. Our Ministry does. ($15.00/
voucher) Examples: A mother used
vouchers to take her child to UVA for
cancer treatment. Vouchers have been
given to folks who find work out of town
and can’t afford the high price of gas.

Musical Change is Coming!!

he present organ has served the con-

gregation of Braddock Street UMC
extremely well throughout the years. The
current organ built by the Moller Organ
Co., which went out of business in the
1980’s, was moved from the old sanctuary
in 1975 with parts of it built in the 1930’s
and used in the installation in approxi-
mately 1948.

eginning on February 13, 2012, Brad-

dock Street will say goodbye to this
faithful piece of musical equipment to pre-
pare our Sanctuary for our new pipe organ
currently being built by the Letourneau
Pipe Organ Company in Quebec, Canada.
Their employees and their facilities are
equipped to build from scratch a complete
organ and all of its supporting parts. They

have a very large carpentry operation, a
large pipe building operation, and special-
ists who are cabinet makers, wood carvers,
professional painters, gold leaf artists, elec-
tronic specialists, and musical specialists,
called voicers.

he Board of Trustees has been work-

ing extensively with the Letourneau
Organ Company as well as the Shockey
Company narrowing down the Scope of
Work, finalizing the schedule, and provid-
ing attention to all of the miscellaneous
items that have come up. The demolition of
our existing organ infrastructure and re-
moval of the existing organ pipes is sched-
uled to begin on Monday, February 13,
2012. Letourneau will be here to remove
the pipes that they are re-using, and the
Shockey Company will begin the construc-
tion phase for the sanctuary modifica-

tions. This will require us (Braddock Street
congregation) to be out of the Sanctuary on
the Sundays of February 19 and February
26,2012. Exciting plans are already being
made by staff to conduct worship in the
Fellowship Hall. To date, two payments
have been made to Letourneau by BSUMC
in the amounts of $91,492.50 and
$128,089.50. Our next (3rd) payment is due
on May 1, 2012. The delivery date for the
new organ remains on schedule for Novem-
ber 30, 2012.

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A Message from the Parish Nurse

“The 100 Day cough”-
Pertussis/Whooping Cough

Frederick County Schools have re-
ported confirmed pertussis in their
schools. Didn’t we eradicate whooping
cough like smallpox? Nope. Pertussis is
endemic in the United States which
means it is just a part of what is ‘going
around.” According to the CDC website,
incidences have been steadily increasing
since the 1980’s. Every 3-5 years there
is a resurgence of outbreaks. In 2010,
the largest outbreak was in California
with over 27,000 confirmed cases re-
ported.

Standard vaccination is at 2, 4, 6,
and 15-18 months, with a booster before
elementary school and another before
middle school. Vaccination does not
always prevent the disease, but it does

usually offer protection from the most
serious effects. Regardless, it is very
serious in children under 2, with over
50% of those infected requiring hospi-
talization.

It starts like a cold and progresses to
paroxysmal coughing, often accompa-
nied by vomiting. It is an agonizing
cough to hear: rapid fire coughs empty
the lungs completely so the infant gasps
with the characteristic “whoop’ to refill
the lungs. However, older vaccinated
children and adults often do not
‘whoop.’

It is highly contagious and spreads
through air droplet transmission. An
infected person must be on antibiotics
for 5 days before he/she can return to
work or school and must complete an
extended course of antibiotics. Even
with that, the cough can last for weeks.

What happens if the doctor suspects
pertussis?

1. The doctor will order a nasal swab
culture to confirm.

2. Go to front entrance of Winchester
Medical Center - Outpatient Registra-
tion, by the gift shop.

3. Respiratory Therapy will be paged.

4. Culture is obtained with a g-tip look-
ing swab on a guide wire that is stuck
about up to the patient’s sinus and
held for 10 seconds. Children find
this very unsettling and have to have
their hands held.

5. Wait on tenterhooks for 48-72 hours
for result.

Call your doctor, the Virginia De-
partment of Health, or go to the CDC
website for any further information.
